3. ORIGINAL and ONE (1) PHOTOCOPY of Birth Certificate of applicant.

if married outside of Grenada).

4. Letter from the GP confirming that you are registered and are in good health. 

5. ORIGINAL and ONE (1) PHOTOCOPY of Birth Certificate of Grenadian Parent. 

6. Copy of British passport.
